Rationale

a thorough analysis of certain enhancement possibilities in not only teaching methodologies but
also learners’ achievement, which will consequently reflect advancement in their future careers.

Upon a closer look at a fast-paced technological development exercising its tremendous
impact on English language learning and teaching at this time, its versatility in yielding different
types of communication possible is acknowledged. Thus, adaptation is crucial among teachers,
educational policy makers, researchers, and other stakeholders within education. To keep up with
new standards, strategies, and innovative approaches in order to bring about sustainable learning
outcomes, the 2023 Post-RELC aims to share and update different aspects of the English language
teaching trends and language education policy at a local global, glocal, and local level under the
pandemic situation which include such areas as materials development, teaching techniques,
assessment, and curriculum design.

Chulalongkorn University Language Institute (CULI) is aware of the importance of the
development in effective approaches to teach English. The Post-RELC (Regional Language
Center) seminar is part of its attempts to promote English language teaching and learning to
teachers in Thailand. In cooperation with the Ministry of Education, CULI organizes the seminar
every year following the RELC annual conference in Singapore.

1. Over one hundred and twenty participants gain insights and inspiration from leading
speakers who will share their research and experience regarding English language
instruction, learning, and assessment.
